Affiliate Membership Criteria
1. The same basic membership standards apply to Affiliate Members as to other club members. 
1. The applicant is a contributor to society in their profession, occupation, industry, business, or community role.
1. The applicant has been invited by a club sponsor to become an Affiliate Member. 
1. The applicant must provide evidence that current circumstances prohibit the applicant from routinely attending the club’s weekly luncheon meeting in person (examples of such circumstances include prohibitive work schedule, extensive travel for business, non-regional military deployment, etc.). 
1. The applicant commits to the personal ethic of Service Above Self, The Four-Way Test, and support the Object of Rotary.
1. The applicant must submit a standard Chula Vista Rotary Membership Application for final approval by the club Board of Directors.
1. The applicant agrees to pay the same initiation fee as other club members. 
1. The applicant agrees to pay the same annual dues as other club members (billed quarterly).
1. The applicant agrees to be challenged to financially support club projects, the Chula Vista Rotary Foundation and the Rotary Foundation.
1. The applicant agrees to be challenged to participate in support of the club’s primary fund-raiser.
1. The applicant agrees to complete 10  hours of  service projects with the club each calendar year as reported to the club secretary..
1. The applicant agrees to meet the weekly attendance requirement of 60% every six months. Attendance can be fulfilled by logging on to our Facebook page for approximately 20-30 minutes, attending a regular club meeting, attending a club committee meeting, completing a make-up at another club or e-club, or participating in a club service event. 
1. The applicant must have regular access to the Internet.
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
